1. Birth Anniversary of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar/ Constitution Awareness: -

On 13" and 14" April, 2022, on the occasion of the 131t Birth Anniversary of
Dr. B. R. Ambedkar, Constitution Awareness (Sanvidhan Jagar) program was
organised by the department of NSS of Gramgeeta Mahavidyalaya, Chimur. The
program was presided by the principal, Dr. Amir A, Dhamani. To provide
guidance and aware students about the constitution, advocate Sanjivani R.

Z. Care for Nature: -

During summer season, the hot temperature of Chandrapur district causes water
scarcity which leads to dehydration, exhaustion and heat stroke to birds and
animals. Such extreme environment is found life-threatening for them.
Considering this problem, on 24th April, 2022, the department of NSS and
department of Environmental Science of Gramgeeta Mahavidyalaya, Chimur has
decided to take an initiative ‘Care for Nature’ to save birds. Under this initiative,
students and volunteers have prepared number of Bird Water Feeder by using
waste plastic bottles, plates and cans, They hang it around their house and college
premises. These Water Feeder not only attracts birds but also bees, butterflies
and squirrels. Students also prepared Hanging Planters by using waste materials
and hanged them on their house windows.

3. NAAC peer team visit: - :
On 27" and 28" April, 2022, the NAAC peer team has visited the College for

NAAC accreditation. During this period, the NSS volunteers assisted the college
staff and faculty members in various activities,

4. World Environment Day: -
On 5% June, 2022, the world Environment Day was celebrated in the

Mahavidyalaya, This year the theme for the World Environment Day was ‘Only
One Earth’, It is celebrated to remind people about the importance of Nature and
to raise awareness and generate action on a pressing environmental issue. On this
occasion, tree plantation was done in the College premises and students were
motivated 1o keep their surrounding clean and pollution free, They were also
suggested to encourage other people around them to do the same.
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5. Shivrajyabhishek Din: -

Camp Activities: -

I. Inauguration of Camp-

The inauguration of NSS Special Camp was held on 19% January 2023, at
Gurudev Seva Mandal’s Sabhagruha, Mahasli. The event was presided by our
Honourable Principal Dr. Amir A. Dhamani and inaugurated by Dr. Prakash Vati
(Area Coordinator, department of NSS, Gondwana University, Gadchiroli). As a
chief guest, Dr. Praful Bansod (Acting Principal, R.T. Mahavidyalaya, Chimur),
Shri.

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1. Projects Completed during the Camp-

3. Soak pit Construction-

At several places in the village, the sewage water from bathrooms were found
flowing over the road. So, volunteers constructed Soak pit there.

4. Sludge Removal from Drain-

At number of places, the drains were found full of sludge which choked the drain.
During the Camp period, volunteers removed this sludge from the drain.

5. Latrine Construction-

Camp participants helped few villagers to construct their latrine.

6. Cleaning of Water bodies-

The Uma River near the village was found polluted and solid wastes were found
spread over. Volunteers collected and removed all such wastes from the water
body and disposed them.

7. Construction of rough drains-

To drain sewage water out of the village residential area, rough drains were
constructed.

8. Cleanliness Campaign-

At every morning during the camp, volunteers run cleanliness campaign in the
village along with the villagers,

9. Whitewashing of Z.P. School -
Volunteers whitewashed the compound wall of Z. P. School by using Birla white
wall care putty and paint brushes provided by the Gram panchayat.
